e Blood sample completed at one of the visits above

After the 3 visits above, this study may require annual visits until
age 5 years including neurological exam and blood sample
collection. At their final visit at age 5 years, this study will require
neurological examination, neuropsychological testing, MRI of the
brain, and blood sample collection.
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
